Audit Report by Bruce Mayer (see EB # 1-3)

· Audit went well; Ruth Ann’s records were very well organized.

· Financial statement is an audit and can be used for advertising.

· pg. 6 , and other spots can be changed to better reflect WWF.

· Pg.1, is the opinion letter to the audit. Describes Wegner’s few on WWF. 

· Most organizations use an accrual basis, WWF use a modified cash basis which we do not need to change.

· Entire Scholarship balance is in the temporarily restricted.

· Deferred money from January Banquets and Calendar Raffle.

· If an organization commits to donating money to WWF, it needs to be recorded at the time of the commitment.

· EB# 2 is just a standard disclosure statement, and talks about some of the changes made.

· EB# 3 is just a management letter making some suggestions on possible changes.

· Detail procedure of handling cash night of at banquets. 

· Recommend that the person doing the accounting not sign the checks.

· Treasurer should try to be looking at bank statements and canceled checks.

· Complete an accounting manual, in case someone else has to deal with the system.

· Audit Trail in Quickbooks can track changes made, but it does increase file size.

· Closing out years will help prevent mistakes caused by entering the wrong year.

· Updating account numbers, may help understandability, by creating groupings so similar accounts are listed similarly.

· Question about how often we should be audited.

· WWF has enough fundraising that it should probably be audited every year. 

· Board needs to review the audit one more time and then contact Wegner with any changes in wording and layout we may like.

Treasurer’s Report by Laura Huber.

· Scholarship Committee would like to up the $3750 to $4000 and use that to pay out scholarships this year.

· Laura would like to add the money to the annuity. The understanding is that the interest does not get added to the principal at the end of the year.

· WWF is opposed to the EPA rules on mercury control. 9 states have challenged the rules. 

· George was asked to testify to the US Senate on why we need mercury regulations. 

· NWF will pay for the plain ticket.

· Normally this hearing would be heard by Environmental Committee, but the Democrats of the committee are holding the hearing. Republicans on the committee have been invited.

· In March, George and Laura tweeked the numbers a little bit.

· The cashflow just reflects basic operations. The grant money will not show up on the cashflow until it spent. Many of the grants that WWF has received 

· The phone bill in March is high because it is paying for two months.

· Other is high also to pay for the donation to a school program.

· The annuity is now up to $119,000 fro the $113,000 originally invested.

· Have received a $5000 loan check from NWF to help cover the costs of the upcoming membership drive.

· AB 248- Requires that anyone born after January 1,1989, and who is 16 years of age most complete a boating safety course

· AB 260- Mandatory personal flotation device for anyone under 12 years old

· AB 278- Under current law, public can file a public nuisance can get compensation for damages caused by pollution even if the company is complying with the current environmental laws. This bill would remove that right. 

· Motion to oppose those portions of the bill that would remove the right to a public nuisance lawsuit and the portion that would make a lay testimony ineligible, by Dan Gries, second by Bob Kirk. Motion Passed.

Parks and Forestry

· Management, Membership, and Fundraising

· Affiliate Members- we are at 99 clubs today, and in a few weeks should blow past the 100 clubs mark.

· Are working on an Associate Member Drive.

· Grants- Have been approached by organizations to apply for their grants. 

· Joyce Foundation Grant

· NWF Grant to work on Mercury emission reductions. 

· ATC Grant to upgrade our educational trunks and cover mailing costs.

· Banquet system is going strong with two new banquets joining. One in Waukesha was a success and an upcoming one in 

· Scholarship program is going strong. UWSP scholarships are continuing to provide

· Trunks- working with the DNR to acquire a Whooping crane trunk,

· MacKenzie Environmental Center- Working with Friends of MacKenzie and DNR to form a business plan that would have the WWF and Friends of MacKenzie in charge of day to day maintenance and management. Negations begin next week.

· Policy Initiatives

· WWF is making a difference. Legislators and reporters are seeking out our opinion. 

· Proactive on hunting and fishing license fee increases. Will have taken positions on 38 bills. Attending hearings, testifying, letters, etc. 

·  Requirements for WWF to take a stand on an issue: Does proposed legislation affect fish and wildlife habitat, access to lands, affect gun rights, promote youth hunting and fishing in the state of Wisconsin.

· Financials are looking very good. 

· Recognition to George Meyer and Ruth Ann for their work in getting the WWF back on track.

· WWF has been making progressive changes, improving the way we function.

· Updating the scholarship annuity to secure the principal.

· Investing calendar funds in short term CDs so that we are making money instead of just letting it sit there doing nothing,

· New banquets- Waukesha and Praire du Chein will be running in 2005. Waukesha has already finished and looks to be giving back 

· It’s okay to work with organization even though some views may be different. Working together in areas that we agree, helps everyone.

· Hired a new accountant, Wegner. Wegner has lots of experience of working with non-profits who use banquets. They gave us a clean bill on WWF first financial audit, telling us that WWF is doing thing

· Cashflow- is a work in progress. It only reflects our normal operating costs. Money earmarked for special purposes will not appear on the income in the cashflow.

· Cashflow Projection for 2005- Was created before 2005, but changes have been made to make it more workable. These numbers are best guesses.

· Banquets are allowed to donate 10% of their profit for local initiatives.

· Calendar profits do not show up until January because that’s when all of the profits are in.

· Core expenses are the costs we know we are going to have every single month.

· Menominee Banquet has moved from the spring to the fall.

· The negatives look scary, but we have the money. For example, in April we budgeted to receive only $5400, but we have already received $13000.

· Is being severely affected by global climate change.

· Porcupine Caribou Herd, tundra is great for rearing young, nutrient rich graze, openness is protection against predators.

· The Prodoux Bay herd used to as an example of the lack of impact of oil drilling. This herd had a choice of two different birthing grounds. The Porcupine Herd does not have another birthing ground.

· Musk Ox is now doing quiet well after reintroduction. Their reintroduction has made this the only complete arctic ecosystem in the world.

· The Caribou People are dependent on the caribou to continue their way of life.

· Last 10% of the Alaska coastline that is not open or will be open for oil driving.

· Tungas and Chewgas Forests in South Eastern Alaska

· Costal Temperate Rainforests that spread down into Washington and 

· Tungas US. Largest national forest at about 17 million acres.

· Chewgas is the second largest, and one of the most heavily visited protect areas in Alaska.

· Working to get portions of the Chewgas designated as Wildlife Areas.

· 2/3 of the old growth in the Tungas have already been logged, looking to protect the remaining 1/3.

· Alaska still has 90% of its wetlands intact, which is probably why it is such a popular spot for birds.

· Most of the wood cut in the Tungas does not stay in the US.

· The goal is not to stop logging, but to focus the logging in different areas.

· Money is being spent to build roads in the forest where no desire for the roads exists.

· Need to raise revenue or cut conservation programs.

· US has a long history of conservation of natural resources

· George Bird Grinell- Advocated for financing conservation programs through license fees because he realized the importance of conservation

· Investing in conservation is investing in the future.

· 19.3% of the total DNR budget is spent on fish and wildlife.

· Working to create a fee package that will work for the next four years.

· No Increase in Patron License, Fees effective date the bill passes, Hunter Education fee,

· 93% of Fish and Wildlife staff are in the field.

· One in every seven positions cut in the last 10 years

· Budget has increased consistent with consumer price index.

· License fees are not what is making an “elitist” activity out of hunting, its land access.

· Fish and Wildlife Fees pay fro the majority of the Fisheries budget

· Network of local fisheries biologists and technicians

· Monitor fish populations and harvest to set regulations and stocking quotas

· If fee increase does not go through, would need to cut positions and would need to back off on programs and projects.

· If fee increase does not go through, would not cut number of fish stocked (if covered by stamps) but would need to cut the positions that are responsible for running the stocking program.

· Check out www.fishingwisconsin.org for information about stocking, fishing opportunities, and latest information.

· 12% of Wildlife manager positions are vacant.

· If the fee package doesn’t pass 1 of every 4 warden positions would be vacant by 2007.

· Wardens are very important in the counties.

· NWF Backyard Wildlife & Habitat Program by Nicole Rom

· Engages adults and children in gardening for wildlife

· Established in 1973, has helped people everywhere plan there landscapes with wildlife in mind 

· 50,000 certified habitats in the US

· Focus on restoring habitat and creating new habitat.

· Habitat fragmentation in urban areas is a big problem

· Encourages the use of native species

· Expands your knowledge of gardening and other landscapes

· Encourage a sense of community, many work places have backyard habitats

· What is required?

· 3 examples of food

· 1 example of water (bird bath or pond)

· 2 examples of cover ( 

· 2 examples of places to raise young

· 2 examples of sustainable gardening practices (compost pile, removing non-native species)

· All types of community spaces can be certified (churches, golf courses, libraries, parks, etc.)

· Hands on outdoor learning classrooms
