            WWF Position on  the 2010 Deer Season

1. Any sixteen day November gun deer season should start on the 

traditional Saturday before Thanksgiving Day.

2. There should be a five-day muzzleloader season starting the 

second Saturday in October to run with the October Youth Hunt and any October Herd Reduction Hunt in order to minimize any

conflict with other fall hunters.

3. There should not be any further gun deer season extending later 

into December than the current gun deer seasons in order to reduce conflicts with other winter outdoor recreational uses such as snowmobiling and cross country skiing. This was a commitment made in 2006 when firearm deer hunting was extended into December.

4. Free herd control tags should be issued by the DNR for two years

before herd control hunts are required in those units.

5. Any October hunts in any part of the Kettle Moraine State Forest should be held at the same time as any October hunts in the deer management units in which the part is located.

6. The prohibition on hunting raccoon at night should be limited to

the first two nights of the traditional November gun deer season weekend.
