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Spring 2009 Wild Turkey Harvest Permit
Drawing Completed

Season to run April 15 – May 24; Youth turkey hunt set for April 11-12

The permit drawing process for
2009 spring turkey hunting per-
mits has been completed. Postcard

notifications will be mailed to successful
applicants during the last week of January.
More than 154,500 permits will be award-
ed from the initial drawing. The spring
2009 turkey hunting season will run from
April 15-May 24 in six 5-day periods. A
total of 7 zones, 15 state parks and Fort
McCoy will be open for hunting.

Hunters who do not receive a postcard
by mid February can check their permit sta-
tus online through the Department of
Natural Resources Online Licensing Center
or call the DNR call center at 1-888-
WDNRINFo (1-888-936-7463).

In total, 225,709 permits are available
for the spring 2009 turkey season com-
pared to 212,985 in 2008.

Hunters harvested 52,880 turkeys dur-
ing the 2008 spring season and prelimi-
nary harvest numbers from the 2008 fall
season stand at 10,644. Final harvest num-
bers for the 2008 fall season will be pub-
lished in the 2008 Wisconsin Big Game
Hunting Summary in spring of 2009.

New zone structure in effect
Similar to the 2008 fall turkey hunting

season, the number of turkey hunting
zones has been reduced to seven large
zones instead of the previous 46-zone
structure. The same amount of total turkey
hunting area is the same. Each of the new
zones combine a number of the smaller
zones to give hunters more flexibility to
move about in search of wild turkeys.
Hunters should refer to the online map or
request a map from a DNR Service Center.

Hunters are reminded that Fort McCoy
runs a separate spring turkey hunting sea-
son, different from the State of Wisconsin
spring turkey hunt. Hunters who did not
apply for or didn’t receive a turkey permit
through the state drawing in a Wisconsin
turkey hunting zone for the 2009 spring
season are eligible to apply for a spring
permit at Fort McCoy. Applications can be
obtained from Fort McCoy by visiting their
Web site [www.mccoy.army.mil] or by call-
ing 608-388-3337.

Youth Turkey Hunt Set for April 11-12
Youth hunters, aged 12 - 15 who have

successfully completed a hunter education
program, may participate in the 2009
youth turkey hunt. Each youth must also
have a valid spring 2009 turkey harvest
permit.

Youth are allowed to hunt on April 11
and 12 in the Turkey Management Zone
their permit was issued for regardless of
what the time period their permit is issued
for, and may harvest one turkey total, dur-
ing this two-day hunt. Hunters must be
accompanied by an adult 18 years of age or
older. For more information on the Youth
Turkey Hunt visit dnr.wi.gov.

The youth hunt was created in 2007 to
provide youth with an opportunity to hunt

turkeys and gain valuable hunting experi-
ence by working closely with an experi-
enced mentor before the regular season
opens.

Outlook for winter survival
Winter survival should be good this

year according to biologists. Wild turkeys
in Wisconsin have proven themselves to be
tough birds. Like any wildlife species, wild
turkeys need food, shelter and cover in
order to survive. As long as there is access
to ample food and snow depth does not hin-
der their ability to navigate their sur-
roundings for an extended period of time,
wild turkeys can handle nearly any
Wisconsin winter. In fact, wild turkeys can
remain in roosting areas for up to two
weeks during especially severe weather
and can lose up to 40 percent of their body
weight before dying of starvation.

Artificial feeding is not the best
approach to helping wild turkeys from a
biological viewpoint. Feeding turkeys can
actually be more of a risk to the birds
because the practice can cause many birds
to routinely flock to the same place,increas-
ing the risk of disease transmission and
making the birds more vulnerable to
predators which also are attracted to feed-
ing areas. Ultimately, long term habitat
management directed toward increasing
year-round habitat suitability for turkeys
is the best investment.

Free Turkey Hunter Education Clinics
offered statewide

Free Turkey Hunter Education Clinics
will be offered again this year around the
state. These free clinics are presented by
volunteer instructors and are sponsored by
the Wisconsin Department of Natural
Resources and the Wisconsin Chapter of
the National Wild Turkey Federation.

Clinics typically last 2 to 3 hours and
are designed to cover wild turkey biology
and behavior, hunting methods, regula-
tions, safety precautions, and landown-
er/hunter ethics, as well as tips for scoring
trophy birds and a few ideas on preparing
turkeys at home.

The Turkey Hunter Education Clinics
are intended to address and inform all ages
and experience levels from a beginning
turkey hunter interested in learning wild
turkey hunting techniques to experienced
wild turkey hunters looking to brush-up on
skills and learn new techniques.

These clinics will be held February
through early April. Information and a list-
ing on where and when clinics are being
held is available at any DNR Service
Center and on the DNRWeb site or by call-
ing (608) 261-8458.

Over-the-Counter Sales of Spring Turkey Permits
to Begin March 23 Under New System

More than 70,000 turkey har-
vest permits for the spring
2009 season will be sold in

late March under a new and much
improved first-come, first-served system.
Procedures spread the demand for the
popular permits over a week’s time and
assure a level playing field for all
hunters regardless of location and
method they use to purchase an extra
permit.

“There’s been a lot of planning and
consultation with hunters on how to best
sell leftover turkey permits this spring,”
said Vance Rayburn, DNR services
administrator. “We will provide the kind
of service our customers deserve: shorter
lines, preserving first-come first-served
service, and quick response. We’ve
required our contractor to significantly
beef up capacity, checked and rechecked,
and just in case, we have a fully fleshed
out backup plan.

“We’re ready, and we’re looking for-
ward to getting the permits in hunter
hands,” he said.

An estimated 70,900 permits will be
available for over-the-counter sales.
Leftover permits will be first sold by
zone, one zone at a time. Sales will start
at 10 a.m. each day and run through
midnight. Each zone will have a desig-
nated sales date as follows:

• Zone 1 – Monday, March 23
• Zone 2 – Tuesday March 24
• Zone 3 – Wednesday, March 25
• Zone 4 – Thursday, March 26
• Zones 5 & 6 – Friday, March 27.

Due to the low number of permits left in
these units, the sale has been combined
into one day.

• Any permits still remaining for all
zones – Saturday, March 28 starting at
10 a.m. and continuing until sold out or
the season ends.

Hunters will be limited to one permit
per day until all permits are sold.

• Hunters are limited to purchasing
one permit per day until all permits are
sold

Where to buy a permit
“We have nearly 1,400 license vendor

partners throughout the state ready to
sell you a permit,” said Rayburn. “And
there’s also telephone sales and Internet
service available.”

Leftover permits can be purchased:
over the Internet through the Online
Licensing Center; by calling toll-free 1-
877-WI LICENSE (1-877-945-4236); at
license sales locations; or DNR service
centers during their regular business
hours (check service center link for
hours of operation, which vary by service
center; service centers are closed
Saturdays). Hunters with any questions
about when or how to buy permits may
call the DNR Customer Call Center from
7 a.m. through 10 p.m. seven days a
week at 1-888-WDNRINFo (1-888-936-
7463.)

The fee for these permits will be $10
for residents, and $15 for nonresidents.
All hunters will also be required to pur-
chase the spring turkey license and
stamp, unless they have previously pur-
chased the license and stamp, or are a
2009 Conservation Patron License hold-
er. Residents and nonresidents will have
equal opportunity to purchase over-the-
counter permits. Purchasing these per-
mits will not affect preference status for
future spring or fall turkey permit draw-
ings.

Permit purchases are limited to one
permit per day until each zone and time
period is sold out. A limited number of
disabled only turkey permits for state
park areas are available. Disabled
hunters who have been issued either a
Class A or Class C Disabled Hunter
Permit should visit a DNR Service
Center on Tuesday, March 24, 2009
beginning at 10 a.m. to purchase one of
these permits. Disabled hunters should
note that these permits will only be
available through DNR Service Centers.

Sales of the wild turkey stamp help
provide future opportunities for turkey
management and hunting in Wisconsin.
All turkey hunters are required to pur-
chase the $5.25 Turkey Stamp to legally
hunt turkeys in Wisconsin. Sales of the
Turkey Stamp bring in over $800,000
annually for habitat management and
restoration projects, education, research,
equipment, and for managing the wild
turkey program in our state.

Wisconsin Muzzle Loading Association Letter
Dear Members of the WI Wildlife
Federation,
The Wisconsin Muzzle Loader

Association (WMLA) is strongly opposed
to Questions 60, 61 and 67 on the 2009
Spring Questionnaire. These questions
propose moving the muzzle loader sea-
son to an even later date than is cur-
rently in place. The WMLA was not
consulted before these questions were
introduced by non-hunting parties. The
WMLA urges all WWF members to vote
no on the three questions.
The WMLA believes there are multi-

ple negative issues surrounding the pro-
posed questions. Moving the dates of the
hunt will conflict with already estab-

lished archery and late season waterfowl
hunts. Hunter access to the hunt in late
December will be an issue. December
can have intense cold and heavy snow
which will negatively impact the ability
of hunters to get into the woods. How
effectively will muzzle-loading hunters
be able to hunt without much cover and
in heavy snow using a weapon that had
only one shot and a limited range? Also,
late December is a major holiday season,
so hunters will have conflicts with fami-
ly holiday plans, which will also limit the
ability of hunters to get in to the woods.
Late December is also the beginning of
snowmobile season, and snowmobilers
have already strongly opposed exten-

PROPOSED NATURAL RESOURCES BOARD ADVISORY QUESTION
QUESTION 56 – Youth Conservation Congress

National and state trends indicate that we are losing hunters at a steady rate and that kids are
spending less and less time outdoors connecting with nature. Within a decade it’s a demographic
inevitability that we’ll have fewer hunters than we have today. As the community ages, there will like-
ly be an annual incremental small drop in participation each year over the next decade. Additionally,
the population of hunters will be smaller in proportion to the overall population.

Recruitment and retention of the next generation of hunters, anglers, trappers and outdoor enthu-
siasts has become a focus of national and state natural resource agencies, as well as national and
state conservation organizations.To rise to this challenge state and local conservation groups as well
as the DNR have made significant investments in time, effort and money in the recruitment of young
hunters.

Research has also found that engaging youth early on has a significant effect on whether or not
youth continue to participate in many outdoor recreational activities such as hunting. Therefore, most
of the hunter recruitment programs that have been established focus on providing special opportu-
nities to youngsters and pairing them with mentors who are able to provide them with a positive expe-
rience in a hope that they will continue to participate. While recruiting children into our outdoor
pursuits is important, of equal if not greater importance is instilling a sense of environmental stew-
ardship in our next generation.

The Wisconsin Conservation Congress is unique to the United States. No where else do citizens
have such a direct conduit into the establishment of natural resource policy. In this 75th Anniversary
year of the Congress, the Natural Resources Board would like to gauge the public’s interest in the
establishment of a Youth Conservation Congress, which would function under the umbrella of the
Wisconsin Conservation Congress. The goal of such an initiative would be to instill a sense of own-
ership, civic pride and advocacy in the future stewards of our state’s natural resources. Just as we
are attempting to recruit hunters, anglers and trappers, we should also consider recruiting the next
generation of informed, dedicated and conservation minded citizens that will help to serve as the
voice of the citizens of this state on matters concerning natural resources.

Would you support the concept of establishing a Youth Conservation Congress?

Proposed Changes!
Open Water Hunting

Clarify the definition of “open water hunting” for waterfowl (2009)
• The minimum amount of concealment that must be provided by natural vegetation

must be 50% when viewed from at least one direction from a height of 3 feet.
• The vegetation must extend above the water’s surface to a height at or above the

sides of the boat or blind.
• The boat or blind must be within 3 feet of the vegetation providing the conceal-

ment.
• Relaxes the rules for most hunters since concealment “within” vegetation is cur-

rently required, boat blinds would be legal in more situations.

#2
1. Allow the department to conduct criminal history background checks on individu-

als that want to serve as department sponsored volunteer angler education instructor or
a mentor as part of a department sponsored or approved learn-to-hunt program. These
instructors often and primarily serve as instructors for youth. This proposal would also
remove the condition that a mentor for fishing programs may not serve as a mentor for
more than 3 anglers and clarify that the applicant, instructors and mentors need to pos-
sess a valid fishing license. This will also reduce the 30 day advanced notice for applica-
tions for fishing programs to 15 days.

County Fishery
Changes

• Set a minimum length restriction for walleye in Upper Clam lake (Ashland county) of 15
inches.

• Increase the minimum length restriction for walleye in Beaver Dam lake (Barron county)
from 15 inches to 18 inches, and reduce the daily angler bag limit for walleye from 5 fish
to 3 fish.

• Create an annual open season for trout in Beaver, Little Star, Nymphia, and Overby
(Blaisdell) lakes (Bayfield county), where the seasons in these lakes are currently closed
every other year. The annual open season in the other waters will be between the first
Saturday in May and September 30.

• Remove the 14 inch minimum length restriction for largemouth and smallmouth bass in
Lake 26 (Burnett county).

• Extend the end of open season for trout in Anderson lake (Douglas county) from September
30 to the first Sunday in March.

• Set a minimum length restriction for walleye in Bearskull, Fisher, Owl, and Upper and
Lower Springstead lakes (Iron county) of 15 inches.

• Increase the minimum size restriction for northern pike in Silver lake (Manitowoc county)
from 26 to 32 inches and reduce the daily angler bag limit from 2 to 1.

• Correct an administrative error which improperly lists the minimum length restriction for
walleye in theWisconsin river downstream from the St. Regis dam in Rhinelander (Oneida
county) as none rather than 15 inches.

• Increase the minimum length restriction for largemouth and smallmouth bass in Burrows
lake (Oneida county) from 14 inches to 18 inches, and decrease the daily angler bag limit
from 5 to 1.

• Increase the minimum length restriction for walleye in Big Round lake (Polk county) from
15 inches to 18 inches, and reduce the daily angler bag limit for walleye from 5 fish to 3
fish.

• Replace the current 9 inch minimum length restriction for trout in Manley creek (Sauk
county) with a 9 inch maximum size restriction. This rule will expire 10 years after imple-
mentation.

• Increase the minimum size restriction for muskellunge in Big Sand, Kentuck, and Long
lakes (Vilas county) from 34 inches to 50 inches.

• Set a minimum size restriction for walleye in Dead Pike lake (Vilas county) of 18 inches,
and reduce the daily angler bag limit from 5 to 3.

• Remove the current 15 inch minimum size restriction for walleye in North Twin and South
Twin lakes (Vilas county), but stipulate that walleye between 14 and 18 inches may not be
kept and only 1 walleye larger than 18 inches may be part of an angler’s 3 fish daily bag
limit.

• Correct an administrative error regarding bag limits for walleye, sauger, and their hybrids
in Lake Winnebago. Current rules allow 5 walleye and 1 sauger or walleye/
sauger hybrid, but the bag limit should be 5 walleye/sauger/hybrids in
total, only 1 of which may be a sauger or walleye/sauger hybrid.

QUESTION 4 – Minnows/VHS rules correction
The rule proposes to correct an administrative error which was included in the recently adopted rules regarding minnow

harvest and possession, as related to preventing the spread of Viral Hemorrhagic Septicemia (VHS). Currently Administrative
Code states that “600 suckers in total” is the daily bag limit for an individual who is harvesting minnows by hook-and-line, min-
now dip nets, seines, or minnow traps in waters which are not affected by VHS. However, the daily bag limit was intended to
be “600 minnows total, including, but not restricted to, suckers.” The current wording inadvertently and unnecessarily restricts
anglers.

If adopted, this proposal will take effect on the first day of the month following publication in the Wisconsin Administrative
Register.

Do you favor a rule a change in the daily bag limit for minnows in non-VHS waters to “600 minnows in total, including, but
not limited to, suckers” from the current “600 suckers in total,” thereby correcting an administrative error which inadvertently
restricts anglers?

QUESTION 33 – Clarify the definition of legal firearm types for hunting (2010)
Currently, legal firearms for hunting include airguns, handguns and guns that are, “discharged from the shoulder.” In cer-

tain situations, it is possible that technology such as an electromagnetic device or other unanticipated type of technology could
be legal for hunting without evaluation by the department, Conservation Congress, or through any public process.

Adding the requirement that legal firearm types use compressed air or gunpowder would limit hunters to currently tradi-
tional firearm types. Public involvement would be required before new technologies could be used in the place of firearms by
hunters.

Do you favor requiring that legal firearm types include compressed air or gunpowder as part of their design and function?

QUESTION 35 & 36 – Turkey hunting by disabled permit holders (2009)
Electronic calls are currently prohibited in all turkey hunting situations. Hunters who have physical limitations that make it

difficult to operate a turkey call and gun or even use a call are especially challenged while turkey hunting. Allowing the use of
electronic calls may increase the ability of some people to participate in the turkey hunt with less assistance than is currently
required. Under this proposal a disabled hunter or their assistant could use an electronic call but only the disabled permit hold-
er would be able to kill a turkey.

Class A and C disabled hunting permit holders are able to hunt turkeys during gun deer and turkey hunts for people with
disabilities on state lands and private properties. People who possess long-term Class B disabled hunting permits that autho-
rize hunting from a vehicle are also allowed to participate in the gun deer hunts but not the special turkey hunts for people with
disabilities. This proposal would make the rules for these special deer and turkey hunts consistent.

Do you favor allowing the use of electronic calls for turkey hunting by Class A disabled permit holders and Class B permit
holders with permits that authorize hunting from a vehicle and are issued for more than one year?

Do you favor allowing Class B disabled permit holders with permits that authorize hunting from a vehicle and which are
issued for more than one year to participate in turkey hunts for people with disabilities?

QUESTION 42 – Allow the use of dogs for turkey hunting statewide during the fall season (2010)
The use of dogs is currently allowed for turkey hunting in nine counties on a trial basis. Using dogs to scatter or “break up”

flocks of turkeys in the fall so that the hunter can call them back is a traditional practice in some states. Other states have not
experienced biological, safety, or law enforcement problems.

Following two years of the trial season with dogs for fall turkey hunting in Crawford, Jackson, Juneau, LaCrosse, Monroe,
Richland, Sauk, Vernon and Wood counties, no problems have been identified with user conflicts or harvest. Biologists are
confident that this opportunity can be expanded statewide during the fall season.

Do you favor allowing the use of dogs for turkey hunting statewide during the fall season?

QUESTION 47 – Allow firearm deer hunting at Whitefish Dunes state park, Door County (2010)
Deer hunting has never been allowed at Whitefish Dunes state park. Deer are causing extensive browsing damage to veg-

etation and severely limiting forest regeneration. Allowing hunting during the traditional 9-day firearm deer season will provide
a short, but intense, hunting effort that should keep deer populations at a level similar to the surrounding unit. Additionally,
allowing hunting in the park will limit the problem of the park providing refuge to deer from neighboring properties and keep
deer moving during the season.

Whitefish Dunes state park will not become its own deer management unit and access permits will not be required.
Do you favor creating deer hunting opportunities and controlling deer numbers by allowing hunting during the traditional 9-

day firearm deer season at Whitefish Dunes state park?

QUESTION 64 – Eliminate Earn-A-Buck (EAB) and October Antlerless Deer Hunts
Wisconsin’s deer hunting heritage and tradition is protected by a Constitutional right to hunt. Some hunters feel the current

EAB and October special antlerless hunts are unreasonable in that they negatively impact hunting traditions and deny hunters
the right to hunt bucks.

Would you support the DNR eliminating Earn-a-Buck and special October antlerless deer hunts?

QUESTION 46 – Allow the use of rifles for firearm deer hunting in Shawano County (2010)
The use of rifles for deer hunting south of Hwy. 29 in Shawano County (Deer Management Unit 62B) is prohibited and deer

hunters in this DMU are restricted to the use of shotguns, handguns, and muzzleloaders to harvest deer during the gun deer
seasons. There are no biological or safety reasons for the current restriction. Rifles are currently allowed for use in the portion
of Shawano County north of Hwy. 29.

This proposal would allow the use of rifles in the southwest corner of Shawano County during the gun deer season.
Do you support allowing the use of rifles in the southwest corner of Shawano County during the gun deer season?

QUESTION 57 – An EAB Alternative
The use of the Earn-a-Buck deer season in Wisconsin has been controversial, unpopular, and seemingly unfair to many

hunters since its inception.Yet, EAB has proven to be effective at reducing high deer populations. It accomplishes this by tying
the ability, opportunity, and desire for harvesting a buck with the biological necessity of harvesting antlerless deer. Sadly, EAB
does this on an individual hunter basis where one hunter may be able to hunt bucks for over 100 days, while another hunter
may never have even one day’s chance.

Another way of utilizing the same “ability, opportunity, and desire for harvesting a buck” would be to implement a full-length
antlerless season with a shortened buck harvest period. Season opening weekends (and perhaps a two or three week rutting
period) would always be open for buck harvest so everyone in the DMU has the same chance at that time for a buck every
year that the program is in effect. Antlerless harvest would be spurred on during the rest of the season by the desire to return
to a full-season buck hunting opportunity again. Specific time periods and trigger points for the implementation of such a man-
agement tool could be developed cooperatively with the DNR. All hunters under this system would and should be treated
equally.

In areas or DMUs of high over-goal deer populations and in an effort to provide equal buck-hunting opportunity to all
hunters in those units, would you prefer the concept of shortened buck hunting opportunity by limiting the buck harvest equal-
ly for all hunters on a seasonal basis instead of limiting individual opportunity through the use of EAB?

QUESTION 66 – Allow Bow Hunting During the 9-Day Deer Gun Season
Currently, the DNR allows bow hunting for deer during October and December antlerless gun seasons, the muzzleloader

season, and all firearm seasons in the CWD Zone. There are areas within the state that do not allow use of firearms and there
are some hunters who only hunt with a bow. The 9-day traditional gun season is the only season closed to bow hunting and
if opened could provide additional harvest in firearm restricted areas and additional recreational opportunities for bow hunters.

EPA’s Wisconsin Green Power Partners

CHICAGO (Feb. 2, 2009) – U.S.

386 million kilowatt-hours of electricity
from renewable resources such as solar
and wind power.

Kohl’s was 14th among the top 50
purchasers with 22 percent of its pur-
chased electricity coming from the city of
Dover, Racine County, Wis.; Neuwing
Energy Ventures, New York, N.Y.;
Sacramento Municipal Utility District,
Sacramento, Calif.; Sterling Planet,
Norcross, Ga.; and WM Renewable
Energy, Houston, Texas.

Kohl’s ranked second on EPA’s top 20
retail list and qualified for EPA’s Green
Power Leadership Club by significantly
exceeding EPA’s minimum purchase
requirements. The company ranked
eighth on EPA’s Fortune 500 list.

The state of Wisconsin ranked 36th
among the top 50 purchasers with 8 per-
cent of its purchased electricity coming

from Madison Gas and Electric,
Madison, Wis.; We Energies, Milwaukee,
Wis.; and WPPI Energy, Sun Prairie,
Wis.

The River Falls Wisconsin Communi-
ty, a new partner, ranked 10th in EPA’s
Green Power Community category, buy-
ing 15 percent of its purchased electrici-
ty from WPPI Energy.

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Tree Stand Safety Course
Now Available Online

MADISON – Climbing a tree is
not like riding a bike. For
hunters who scaled trees as

children but haven’t done it as an adult,
it does not come back with that first leg
up a tree branch in search of the keen
hunting spot. This is why a Wisconsin
hunter education specialist urges
hunters to take advantage of a new
online tree stand safety course. A link to
the course can be found on the left hand
navigation panel of the Hunter Safety
Education pages of the Department of
Natural Resources Web site.

“About one-third of all hunters who
use tree stands fall from that stand in
their hunting careers,” said Tim
Lawhern, DNR hunter education admin-
istrator. “Being an amateur when it
comes to using stands can be a deadly

mistake.”
Lawhern says now is a good time to

complete the online tree stand safety
course, when there aren’t a lot of hunting
seasons to keep hunters in the field.

“It’s free, fun and the information
could save your life,” Lawhern said. “You
must know how to use the equipment
necessary for tree stand use. That
includes a body harness and knowing
well your physical limitations.”

Hunters who wonder what profes-
sionals say about tree stand safety
should take the course, Lawhern said.

“Amateurs practice until they get
things right,” Lawhern said. “Profes-
sionals practice until they can’t get them
wrong. Become a professional in tree
stand safety.”

DNR Issues Pollution Discharge
Permit to Emerald Dairy

MADISON – The Wisconsin
Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) issued a

state pollution discharge or (WPDES)
permit to St. Croix County-based
Emerald Dairy allowing the facility to
discharge water from its state of the art
wastewater treatment system to Dry
Run Creek rather than having to land-
spread it – the current standard practice
in the nation. Emerald Dairy’s dis-
charged water will be very clean, closely
monitored and limited to assure it does
not impact the stream.

“John Vrieze and Emerald Dairy have
shown remarkable initiative in advanc-
ing water quality protection and manure
handling in the dairy industry,” said
DNR Secretary Matt Frank. “They are
revolutionizing the dairy industry and
putting Wisconsin in the national fore-
front for progressive and environmental-
ly sensitive farming.”

Large farms such as Emerald Dairy,
called Concentrated Animal Feeding
Operations, are required in Wisconsin to
obtain wastewater permits from the
DNR in order to monitor and assure
manure is handled safely and in a man-
ner that protects the state’s waters.

As part of the terms for the modified
permit, Emerald Dairy will discharge

daily up to 30,000 gallons of water treat-
ed using a reverse osmosis system. A
number of specific and stringent restric-
tions on the discharge permit assure pro-
tection of surface waters near the
facility. Remaining solids and liquids
from the treatment system will be land-
spread in smaller quantities than tradi-
tional operations, making them less
susceptible to runoff.

“The staff at the DNR has worked
hard to get the Emerald Dairy permit
issued, and the results speak for them-
selves,” said Secretary Frank. “Emerald
Dairy is treating water to comply with
state water quality standards and guard
against run off pollution.

“This is a great example of our work
with the agricultural community to
ensure Wisconsin maintains a strong
agricultural economy while continuing
our commitment to protect the environ-
ment,” said Secretary Frank. “We sup-
port the efforts of farmers and the
agricultural community as a whole to
use technology and innovation to protect
the environment and keep Wisconsin’s
agricultural economy strong.”

Groups and Individuals Recognized
for Fisheries Contributions

WISCONSIN DELLS – Five of
the conservation groups and
dedicated individuals who

help make fishing great in Wisconsin
have been recognized for their efforts on
behalf of the state’s anglers.

The Eagle Lake Management
District; Wayne Stietz of Argyle; the Elk
Creek Rod and Gun Club based out of
Independence in Trempealeau County;
the Marinette-Menominee Great Lakes
Sport Fishing Club in Marinette; and
George Greenbank of Hayward all
recently received engraved plaques from
the Department of Natural Resources
Fisheries Management program for
their outstanding efforts to improve
Wisconsin fishing.

“We learned a long time ago that
managing Wisconsin’s outstanding fish-
eries is a job too big for government
alone — and we rely all the time on the
help from fishing and conservation orga-
nizations across the state,” said
Wisconsin Fisheries Director Mike
Staggs. “It’s an honor to recognize these
groups and individuals.”

Staggs and the fish biologists who
nominated the award winters presented
the external partner awards late last
month at a ceremony in the Wisconsin
Dells. The award winners and a brief
summary of their contributions follow:

• The Eagle Lake Management
District, for its work on a fall 2008 pro-
ject to improve fish habitat and fishing
in 515-acre Eagle Lake in Racine
County. “While several groups helped
with the project, it could not have hap-
pened without the financial, volunteer
and public support of the Eagle Lake
Protection and Management District,”
said Doug Welch, the DNR biologist
working on the project. Two examples of
that critical help: the district contributed
more than $42,000 to pay costs including
the use a helicopter to apply a naturally
occurring toxicant to the lake to kill the
abundant, stunted panfish population,
and rounded up more than 70 volunteers
to pick up the dead fish. The lake will be
restocked with game fish this spring.

• Wayne Stietz of Argyle, for his
financial support, labor, and direct
involvement in DNR projects and inves-
tigations for more than 10 years to main-
tain and improve local fisheries and
promote use of the resource. “In my 10
years as biologist for Lafayette County,
no external partner has contributed
more to our resources and fisheries pro-
gram,” said Bradd Sims, the DNR biolo-
gist who nominated him. Yellowstone

Lake anglers in particular have benefit-
ted from his work. Stietz has helped with
carp removal since 1998, catfish and
walleye surveys on the lake in recent
years, and installation of fish cribs and
handicap accessible fishing pads along
the lake.

• Elk Creek Rod and Gun Club, of
Independence, for their support of the
trout fisheries of west central Wisconsin
through such projects as operating two
trout cooperative rearing facilities for
more than 60 years, initiating local land
acquisition for public fishing by selling
trout fishing parcels to the state, acquir-
ing public fishing easements, and volun-
teering help on habitat projects. They
also provided financial assistance to the
DNR for equipment purchases and hold
one of the oldest and largest ice fishing
contests in Trempealeau County as well
as an annual kids fishing event.

• The Marinette-Menominee Great
Lakes Sport Fishing Club, for their pro-
motion of fishing through the annual
charitable kids fishing event, which they
have hosted for more than 25 years and
which last year alone educated more
than 400 area youth. Their “Heads Up”
fishing event provides an opportunity for
disabled area residents to spend a day
fishing. The club’s “Brown Trout Derby”
promotes trout and salmon fishing in
Green Bay and the tournament informa-
tion they share with the DNR helps
manage these fish populations. Finally,
the club recently donated $5,700 for
equipment purchase and fish habitat
land acquisition and $16,000 toward a
fish cleaning station in Marinette.

• George Greenbank, of Hayward, for
his leadership in raising funds for wall-
eye management and his participation
in the walleye “Fish Watch” on Whitefish
Creek. George was the event coordinator
for Walleyes for Northwest Wisconsin,
which raises about $14,000 for walleye
management programs each year at
their annual ice fishing outing on Lac
Courte Oreilles. He independently orga-
nized the Nelson Lake Bass-O-Rama to
help implement a recently recommended
DNR management strategy to promote
appreciation and harvest of the under-
utilized largemouth bass to reduce pre-
dation on young walleye. The family
friendly event has 80 to 90 kids partici-
pating every year and to date has raised
close to $9,000 to buy extended growth
walleye fingerlings to stock into Nelson
Lake.

Grants Planned for Nine
Northeastern Wisconsin Counties

GREEN BAY – The
Department of Natural
Resources plans to award

more than $900,000 to local govern-
ments for recreation projects in north-
eastern Wisconsin. The funding comes
from the Knowles-Nelson State
Stewardship Program, federal Land
and Water Conservation Program, fed-
eral Sport Fish Restoration Program,
and federal Recreational Trails Act
Program.

These projects are tentatively
selected for grant awards, subject to
additional reviews that may include
the Wisconsin State Historical Society,
various First Nation groups,
Environmental permit administrators,
and approval by the Secretary of the
Wisconsin Department of Natural
Resources or the National Park
Service. The applications approved
are:

• Calumet County: Funding for
the county to develop and improve the
harbor of refuge and public boat
launch facility at Brothertown Harbor.

• Door County: Funding for the
county to purchase an additional 2.5
acres to be added to Olde Stone
Quarry Park.

• Kewaunee County: Funding
for a trail and fishing pier at Blahnik

Park.
• Manitowoc County: Funding

for the city to rehabilitate the beach
and boardwalk trail at Red Arrow
Park.

• Marinette County: Funding for
the Town of Pembine to rehabilitate
restrooms and parking, and to add a
new trail segment at the American
Legion Park.

• Oconto County: Funding for
the rehabilitation of a trail access road
to the Chequamegon Nicolet National
Forest.

• Outagamie County: Funding
for the Village of Little Chute to devel-
op a new trail and observation deck
along the Fox River in Heesakker
park.

• Waushara County: Funding for
the City of Wautoma to install a fish-
ing pier at Library Park.

• Winnebago County: Funding
for the Town of Menasha to continue
their redevelopment of Fritse Park.

Projects of these types normally do
not involve significant environmental
effects. The department has made a
preliminary determination that nei-
ther an environmental assessment nor
an environmental impact statement
will be required.
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Environmental Enforcement
Wisconsin Dept. of JusticeDepartment of Justice

WASHINGTON – A fish wholesaler,
its owner and an employee have
all pleaded guilty in U.S. District

Court for the District of Columbia for the ille-
gal purchase and sale of striped bass from the
Chesapeake Bay and Potomac River from
2003 through 2007, the Justice Department
announced today.

Cannon Seafood Inc., its owner and presi-
dent Robert Moore Sr. of Falls Church, Va.,
and Robert Moore Jr. of Ashburn, Va., each
pleaded guilty to one felony violation of the
Lacey Act. The Act prohibits individuals or
corporations from creating false records for
fish, and from transporting, selling, or buying
fish harvested illegally.

Under the terms of the plea agreement,
Cannon Seafood has agreed to pay a fine of
$80,000 and pay $28,000 in restitution to the
congressionally established National Fish
and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF). Moore Sr.
has agreed to pay a $40,000 fine and pay
$15,000 in restitution to the NFWF and
Moore Jr. has agreed to pay a $30,000 find
and pay $10,000 in restitution to the same
foundation. The court set a sentencing date of
May 8, 2009, at 9:30 A.M.

According to the plea agreement, from
April 2003 until June 30, 2007, Moore Sr.,
Cannon’s majority owner and president and
Moore Jr. bought striped bass from Thomas
Hallock, a commercial fisherman from
Maryland, and Jerry Decatur Sr. and Jerry
Decatur Jr., two Virginia fishermen. The
Moores knew that striped bass was regulated
with various closed seasons and size limits
and that Virginia and Maryland required all
commercially harvested striped bass to have
plastic tags affixed when they are caught.

According to the plea agreement, during
this time period, Hallock harvested more
striped bass than allowed under his Maryland
limit, and did not report the striped bass that
he was selling to Cannon. He also caught
striped bass during the spawning season
when commercial harvest was prohibited, and
sold this fish to Cannon. In turn, Moore, Jr.
and other Cannon employees, on behalf of
Cannon, generated and provided Hallock
false receipts for the Maryland-caught striped
bass that had been transported from
Maryland into the District of Columbia.

Moore Sr. knew that Moore, Jr. and other
Cannon employees were generating and pro-
viding these false Cannon sales receipts.
These receipts falsely reflected that Cannon
had purchased another species of fish from
Hallock, and also altered the weight and price
of the fish in order to conceal the striped bass
purchase. During this time period, Cannon
generated 168 false receipts for over 62,000
pounds of Maryland striped bass, and paid
Hallock over $139,000 for this fish.

Further, Moore Sr. and other Cannon
employees, on behalf of Cannon, arranged for
and purchased striped bass from the Decaturs
that had been transported from Virginia into
the District of Columbia, and which did not
have plastic tags affixed to the fish as
required by Virginia law. Moore Jr., regularly
saw striped bass that had been purchased
from the Decaturs without affixed tags and,
knew that Cannon was buying these striped
bass illegally. The majority of untagged fish
that Cannon bought from the Decaturs was
caught and bought during the spring striped
bass spawning seasons when fishing was pro-
hibited because of its importance to the long
term propagation of the species. During this
time period, Cannon purchased over 30,000
pounds of untagged striped bass from the
Decaturs, and paid over $87,000 for the fish.

“Fishing limits in the Chesapeake Bay and

Potomac River are designed to protect the
healthy sustainable population of striped bass
and ensure a viable fishery up and down the
eastern seaboard. Seafood wholesalers, like
Cannon Seafood, who knowingly help fisher-
men conceal their illegal activities, and who
purchase and resell illegally harvested rock-
fish are undercutting honest fishermen and
risking the continuation of the species,” said
John C. Cruden, Acting Assistant Attorney
General for the Justice Department’s
Environment and Natural Resources
Division.

“This concerted federal and state investi-
gation sheds light on a pattern of abuse that
completely undermines the states’ ability to
manage and set quotas for striped bass,” said
Acting Special Agent in Charge Sal Amato of
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s Northeast
Region. “Violations of fishing laws rob future
generations of this important Chesapeake
Bay resource.”

“The Maryland Department of Natural
Resources applauds and was happy to support
these enforcement actions to preserve and
protect our striped bass resource,” said DNR
Secretary John R. Griffin. “Through the
enforcement efforts of the Maryland Natural
Resources Police and through innovative
partnerships with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service and our sister states, we are working
to ensure that our waterways are used in a
lawful manner which provides for enjoyment
of these public trust resources for current and
future generations.”

“This is a great example of a cooperative
law enforcement initiative to protect our nat-
ural resources,” said Commissioner Steven G.
Bowman of the Virginia Marine Resources
Commission, which includes the Virginia
Marine Police. “Trafficking in illegal rockfish
is not a harmless offense, and the Virginia
Marine Police take this quite seriously.”

In related cases, five commercial fisher-
men have been charged with Lacey Act viola-
tions for allegedly transporting and selling
striped bass, knowing that they had falsely
recorded the numbers and weight on their
permit-allocation cards and failed to accu-
rately record the times when the fish were
actually harvested. Two additional St. Mary’s
County commercial fishermen, Joseph Peter
Nelson and Joseph Peter Nelson Jr., have
been indicted in the District of Maryland for
conspiracy to violate the Lacey Act, and six
substantive felony Lacey Act counts. The
indictment also seeks forfeiture of vessels and
vehicles allegedly used by the Nelsons in car-
rying out the offenses.

Today’s guilty pleas are the result of the
investigation by an interstate task force
formed by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service,
the Maryland Natural Resources Police and
the Virginia Marine Police, Special
Investigative Unit in 2003. The task force con-
ducted undercover purchases and sales of
striped bass in 2003, engaged in covert obser-
vation of commercial fishing operations in the
Chesapeake Bay and Potomac River area, and
conducted detailed analysis of area striped
bass catch reporting and commercial business
sales records from 2003 through 2007. The
investigation is continuing, and charges
against others are possible.

These cases are being prosecuted by
Senior Trial Attorney Wayne Hettenbach of
the Justice Department’s Environmental
Crimes Section, and Assistant U.S. Attorney
Stacy Belf of the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the
District of Maryland with assistance from the
U.S. Attorney’s Office for the District of
Columbia.

District of Columbia Seafood Company, Owner and Employee Plead
Guilty to Federal Trafficking Charges

MADISON – The Wisconsin
Department of Justice has settled
a lawsuit against United

Meadows Dairy, LLC and its owner/operator
Jeff Meulemans, for violations of state water
pollution control laws at United Meadows’
dairy operation in Brown County.

According to the complaint, filed at the
request of the Department of Natural
Resources (DNR), United Meadows Dairy
milks approximately 525 cows and collects
the manure and sand bedding from its opera-
tions in a clay-lined open-topped manure stor-
age pit. Twice during 2005, this manure pit
became too full and overtopped. In 2007, the
manure pit overtopped again, and 20,000 to
30,000 gallons of liquid manure flowed
through Apple Creek and into the Fox River.
The complaint states that by discharging pol-
lution to waters of the state without a permit,
United Meadows violated Wisconsin’s Clean
Water Act. Manure spills that are not report-
ed also violate Wisconsin’s Spills Law, which
requires prompt reporting and remediation.

Under the terms of the settlement agree-
ment, United Meadows has agreed to pay
penalties, costs and assessments totaling
$46,000 for the violations. The settlement
agreement requires that United Meadows
upgrade its manure pit, manure loading plat-

form, and feed storage area leachate collec-
tion system during 2009. The agreement
requires United Meadows to mark the maxi-
mum operating level (MOL) for its manure
storage pit, and to pay additional forfeitures if
the manure storage: (1) exceeds the MOL
level before November 2009; (2) lacks ade-
quate capacity next winter; or (3) discharges
to waters of the state during the next three
years. DNR is also in the process of issuing a
Wisconsin Pollutant Discharge Elimination
permit to United Meadows, now defined as a
concentrated animal feeding operation, which
will further regulate the dairy’s manure man-
agement.

“It is against the law for farms to dis-
charge manure into Wisconsin’s waters,”
Attorney General J.B. Van Hollen said. “The
permitting process is intended to regulate
farms to prevent discharges from their pro-
duction area as well as closely monitors the
land application of manure in order to protect
the waters of the state. The Department of
Justice will continue to work with the DNR to
ensure compliance with the law and to help
prevent future violations.”

Assistant Attorney General Diane L.
Milligan prosecuted the case. The settlement
was approved by Brown County Circuit Court
Judge Sue E. Bischel.

United Meadows Dairy, LLC of Brown County Ordered to Pay
$46,000 for Violations of State Water Pollution Control Laws

MILWAUKEE – On February 12,
2009, the Wisconsin Department
of Justice filed a civil hazardous

complaint and obtained a temporary injunc-
tion against EOG Environmental, Inc. (EOG).
EOG is a licensed hazardous waste trans-
porter with a facility at 8111 West Bradley
Road, City of Milwaukee.

The action filed against EOG alleges that
it committed a series of hazard waste regula-
tion violations including illegal storage and
treatment of hazardous waste, and failing to
properly store, maintain, and label its waste.
The temporary injunction was sought at the
request of the Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) after an inspection on
January 27, 2009, revealed that EOG was
storing incompatible waste together, failing to
maintain sufficient aisle space, and storing
hazardous waste beyond the 10 days that it
was allowed under its transport license.

At the hearing on February 12, the
Honorable Francis T. Wasielewski found that
these violations had occurred and pose an
imminent and substantial danger to health or
the environment if they are not corrected.
Judge Wasielewski ordered that EOG imme-

diately segregate incompatible wastes and
maintain sufficient aisle space. He also
ordered that EOG accept no additional haz-
ardous waste at their business until it comes
into compliance with the 10 day time limit
and remove all stored hazardous waste with-
in 30 days that is not within the 10 day rule.

“The injunction is significant because
EOG’s violations posed safety and health
risks to Milwaukee residents,” said Wisconsin
Attorney General J.B. Van Hollen. “The Judge
recognized this and ordered an immediate
response. My Department will continue to
work with the DNR to ensure that hazardous
waste laws are complied with.”

“Other Wisconsin hazardous waste busi-
nesses that have undergone extensive and
expensive licensing and approvals processes
to store and treat hazardous waste should not
be put at a competitive disadvantage by those
violating the law,” said Van Hollen.

The DNR carried out the hazardous waste
inspections in this case and requested the
restraining order that was issued. The State
was represented by Assistant Attorney
General Steven Tinker.

Milwaukee Hazardous Waste Transporter Ordered to Halt
Accumulation of Waste Until it Complies with State Law

MADISON – Lake Meadows Water
Trust, which operates a public
water system in the City of

Muskego, has agreed to pay forfeitures and
expedite compliance plans in order to settle
claims brought under Wisconsin’s drinking
water laws.

Wisconsin is required to administer a safe
drinking water program no less stringent
than federal safe drinking water standards.
As part of that program, Wisconsin law sets
forth contaminant levels and other require-
ments for public water systems. The maxi-
mum contaminant level for radionuclides
(radium) was set in 1983, and pursuant to an
agreement negotiated with USEPA, commu-
nity water systems were required to comply
with that level by December 2006.

According to the complaint, the Lake
Meadows Water Trust water system has
exceeded the contaminant level for radium
since 1997, and has delayed taking the steps
necessary to achieve compliance with the
radium standard. Those steps comprise con-
struction of a well for ultimate use as blend-

ing with water from an existing well, along
with necessary piping and pumping.
According to the settlement, Lake Meadows
will complete construction of the blending
project by early 2010. If samples from the pro-
ject do not comply with the radium standard
by June 2010, Lake Meadows will connect to
the City of Muskego drinking water system.

As part of the settlement, Lake Meadows
will pay $5,000 in forfeitures, costs and fees.

Long-term exposure to elevated levels of
radium in drinking water poses a higher risk
of bone cancer for the people exposed. In
announcing the settlement, Attorney General
J.B. Van Hollen stressed the importance of all
water systems, even as small as Lake
Meadows, which serves approximately 200
households, ensuring that they provide
drinking water that meets state health-based
standards.

Assistant Attorney General JoAnne F.
Kloppenburg prosecuted the case. Waukesha
County Circuit Court Judge Ralph Ramirez
approved the settlement.

Lake Meadows Water Trust Settles State Lawsuit
Over Drinking Water Violations

Washington, D.C. – Feb. 3, 2009 –
Kentucky Utilities (KU), a coal-
fired electric utility, has agreed to

pay a $1.4 million civil penalty and spend
approximately $135 million on pollution con-
trols to resolve violations of the Clean Air Act,
the Department of Justice and the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency announced
today.

“Today’s settlement sets the most strin-
gent limit for nitrogen oxide emissions ever
imposed in a federal settlement with a coal-
fired power plant,” said Catherine McCabe,
acting assistant administrator for EPA’s
Office of Enforcement and Compliance
Assurance. “EPA is committed to ensuring our
nation’s coal-fired power plants comply with
the Clean Air Act. Pollutants from these facil-
ities can cause severe respiratory problems
and contribute to smog, haze and childhood
asthma.”

“This settlement will result in the sub-
stantial reduction of harmful emissions, and
will benefit air quality in Kentucky and down-
wind areas,” said John C. Cruden, Acting
Assistant Attorney General for the Justice
Department’s Environment and Natural
Resources Division. “The Justice Department
will spare no effort in its pursuit of emission

reductions from power plants across the coun-
try to achieve the benefits envisioned by the
Clean Air Act.”

KU has agreed to install new pollution
control equipment on its largest generating
unit that will reduce combined emissions of
sulfur dioxide and nitrogen oxides by more
than 31,000 tons per year, which is 90 percent
below the 2007 emission levels. KU will also
install controls to reduce particulate matter
emissions by approximately 1,000 tons per
year.

KU will spend approximately $3 million
on projects to benefit the environment and
mitigate the adverse effects of the alleged vio-
lations including:

• Contribute $1.8 million to a pilot project
on the effectiveness of storing compressed car-
bon dioxide gas, a by-product of coal combus-
tion, in deep injection wells;

• Spend $1 million to retrofit school buses
with filters or other controls to reduce emis-
sions of particulate matter; and

• Pay $200,000 to the National Park
Service to help restore Mammoth Cave
National Park.

KU has agreed to surrender the excess
nitrogen oxide and sulfur dioxide allowances
it will have after installing the pollution con-

trols. Coal-fired power plants are allowed to
emit sulfur dioxide and nitrogen oxides as
allowances, which are granted under federal
or state acid rain permits. Once surrendered,
these allowances cannot be used again, thus
removing the emissions from the environment
permanently.

In a complaint filed in March of 2007, the
government alleged that KU modified the
largest coal-fired electrical generating unit at
the E.W. Brown Generating Station in Mercer
County, Kentucky without installing required
pollution control equipment or complying
with applicable emission limits, in violation of
the Clean Air Act. The unit has been operat-
ing since 1971, and the modifications made in
1997 allowed the unit to increase the amount
of coal it burned and increase the amount and
rate of emissions for sulfur dioxide, nitrogen
oxide and particulate matter. The government
discovered the violations through an informa-
tion request submitted to KU.

The settlement is part of the EPA’s
enforcement initiative to control harmful
emissions from coal-fired power plants under
the Clean Air Act’s New Source Review
requirements. The total combined sulfur diox-
ide and nitrogen oxide emission reductions
secured from these settlements will exceed

more than 1.8 million tons each year once all
the required pollution controls have been
installed and implemented.

Coal-fired plants release sulfur dioxides
and nitrogen oxides, which are a primary
cause of acid rain that harms trees and lakes
and impairs visibility. These pollutants cause
severe respiratory problems, contribute to
childhood asthma, and contribute to smog and
haze. Air pollution from power plants can
drift significant distances downwind and
degrade air quality in nearby areas.

Kentucky Utilities, based in Lexington,
Kentucky, generates and distributes electrici-
ty to more than 500,000 customers in
Kentucky and Virginia. It owns and operates
five coal-fired electrical generating stations in
Kentucky. The settlement applies to the
largest boiler unit at the E.W. Brown
Generating Station located on Lake
Herrington in Mercer County, Kentucky.

The proposed settlement was lodged in the
U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of
Kentucky in Lexington and is subject to a 30-
day public comment period and final court
approval.

The old adage “climate is what you expect, weather is what you get” correctly
expresses the main distinction between climate and weather. Climate is the average of
weather conditions, such as temperature and precipitation, that are observed over
extended time periods, such as a month, season, year or longer. This distinction is also
reflected in forecasts.

Weather forecasts produced by NOAA’s National Weather Service provide a
detailed description of expected weather conditions from several hours to several days
into the future. For example, a forecast may read: Sunday in Washington, DC, will be
mostly cloudy with a high of 86 degrees and West winds at 5 mph. These forecasts also
include details about specific events, such as a winter storm or a severe thunderstorm.

Climate forecasts, issued by NOAA’s Climate Prediction Center, are predictions fur-
ther into the future (weeks, month, and seasons) where the daily details become more
uncertain. To address this uncertainty, NOAA provides forecasts expressed in probabili-
ties or chances. For example: There is a 40 percent chance of warmer-than-normal tem-
peratures in July across the eastern half of the U.S.

Many sectors of the economy – including energy, agriculture, aviation, water resource
management communities, private industry, and academia – rely heavily on the use of
climate and weather data and forecasts to make informed economic decisions.
